SCHEDULE 2 - COURT FEES AND PERCENTAGES
1. Subject to this Schedule, the fees and percentages set out in the Table to this Schedule are to be taken in the Court and by the officers of the Court in all proceedings subject to the rules contained in this Part in respect of the items set out in the Table.

2. If any question arises as to which of the fees or percentages in the Table to this Schedule are applicable in any particular case, that questioned is to be determined by the Principal Registrar, but any person affected by the determination of the Principal Registrar may have the determination reviewed by a judge in a summary manner.

3. Where it appears to the Principal Registrar that the payment of any fee or percentage specified in the Table to this Schedule would, owing to the exceptional circumstances of the particular case, involve undue hardship, the Principal Registrar may reduce, remit or allow time to pay the fee or percentage in that particular case.

4. A folio means a folio of 72 words and figures or words or figures.

5. For the purposes of the Table of fees and percentages, a matter does not include any proceedings in a cause or matter.

6. The fees and percentages prescribed by the Table are payable in respect of proceedings in all registries of the Court, including district registries.

7. In any action in which the only, or substantially the only, claim or claims endorsed on the writ is or are – 

(a) the recovery of – 

(i) a sum or sums of money (whether claimed as a debt or debts or a liquidated demand or demands or unliquidated damages); or

(ii) any land or lands; or

(iii) any chattel or chattels; or

(b) any 2 or more of the claims mentioned in paragraph (a) -

and the total sum of money involved in the action does not exceed the sum of $20 000, all Court fees and percentages payable in respect of the action are to be reduced to one-half of the fees and percentages set out in the Table to this Schedule. 

8. Notwithstanding clause 7, a Court fee or percentage is not to be reduced to less than 50 cents.
